KLICE is an evangelical, educational and research organisation which focuses on Christian Ethics. KLICE is part of the research division of UCCF and its vision is to contribute a Christian perspective to public debates about ethics in the UK. The Institute achieves this through conferences, publications and various forms of public engagement beyond the university. 

KLICE Public Leadership Programme – Bioethics and Medical Ethics
At the heart of fulfilling the vision is our innovative Leadership Programme. KLICE is investing in the long-term formation of Christian thought-leaders for various fields of public life. We are inviting others to join us by investing in this way.

A central aim of the programme is to equip Christians who display strong academic potential and faith commitment to develop and effectively communicate authentically Christian approaches to key ethical challenges of our time. Each year, we will identify and select high quality candidates working in Christian ethics who are worthy of support. We seek students working on a range of issues in Christian ethics which are strategic within the academy or society, or both. Students will be based in universities and colleges around the UK and might be in departments such as law, politics, philosophy, medicine or theology. In medical ethics and bioethics, we intend to support at least one student on a MA in Bioethics at St Mary’s Twickenham. Students joining the leadership programme are supported in their academic and professional development through finance, regular seminars and expertise. During their participation in the programme, students are specifically trained to engage in public communication of Christian ethics through relevant channels within and beyond the academy. 
Dovetailing with the academic side of the leadership programme are KLICE’s innovative training opportunities for professionals in fields such as law, medicine, media and business. In the area of medical ethics, we aim to partner groups of doctors with the masters student at St Mary’s in a relationship of mutual benefit. The student would be responsible for providing carefully selected and accessible Christian ethical material relevant to the group of professional doctors. The student would also meet with the group for briefings/updates as appropriate. The group would supply the student with financial support, administered through KLICE. This support will be in the region of £4000 per annum – covering fees and KLICE administrative, academic and pastoral involvement. For example, for a group of 9 supporters, this breaks down to each person investing £30 pounds a month (with GiftAid); or 18 supporters giving £15 pounds a month. Selection of students would be conducted by a Selection Committee including the Director of KLICE, an appropriate evangelical academic and a suitably qualified representative of the group of supporters. A high premium will be placed on the student’s aptitude to communicate in a reliable, accessible manner. This aptitude will then be developed during the course of the Leadership Programme.
