He argues that during the 20th century, the integration of economics, philosophy, and ethics was unravelled. As a result, economics has been reduced to a ‘value-free’ mathematical activity. But it is actually loaded with presuppositions. And this is what gave us the current economic crisis. Economics now needs to rediscover its purpose. This requires a fresh engagement with the Bible and Christian ethics that will radically reshape our economic and social activity.
